APTUF Fully Support Immigrant Workers Protest in Sharjah

More than 600 hundreds immigrant workers belongs to Pakistan, India, Bangladesh and Afghanistan hold a protest against the management of multinational construction company in UAE, not giving their 3 months salaries.

These workers are building a residential tower, which is under construction (state news agency reported).  While protest the police baton charged and arrest them to holding a protest. It was reported by “Khaleej Times” A newspapers.

After the arrest of 600 workers the protestors had severe agitation and resistance against the police and the management. 

All Pakistan Trade Union Federation along with 100 thousands members condemn the act of management of UAE Multinational Construction Company and the UAE government which is illegal and violation of Charter of human rights and International Immigrant Rights.   

APTUF have grave concern that these States compelling workers to give less than minimum wage, if anyone protest and raise voice against this inhuman attitude they capture their passport and legal documents, not allow them to go back to their country and also beat them.  

The UAE Authority said that they never allow any individual or group to jeopardize the country stability and security, if any will do it, It will be strictly punished. Still no report what will happen with these workers?

It is astonishing that when world leaders are claiming they are protecting the human rights, but the state of UAE is clearly violating the freedom of association and freedom of expression and other laws.

The agreement while taking these laborers from their countries also violated by owners and government has no remedy.  

Sharjah police reported that they arrested 600 workers and the rioters are from India, Pakistan, Bangladesh and Afghanistan. 

All Pakistan Trade Union Federation strongly demanded to: 

· Immediately release all arrested workers

· Give them 3 month wages along with other benefits

· Labor laws should be formulated with the conformity of ILO Conventions 

What APTUF is do:

· Writing letters to labor minister and government of UAE to release workers and give them their wages and other benefits.

· Make legislation and formulate laws with the conformity of ILO Conventions.

· Writing letter 

APTUF strongly demanded to Pakistan, Indian, Bangladesh and Afghanistan government, to immediately ask UAE government to release workers and give them their wages with other benefits.

All Pakistan Trade Union Federation request all workers around the world to immediately hold protest infront of UAE embassies, and write letter to the concern authorities and government to take immediate action and release the arrested workers and give them their wages with other benefits.
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
